Ukraine Offering
Gifts to support the people of Ukraine can be made in the following ways: give from the St.

Voices of Ukraine Prayer Service, Friday, April 15 at 12 p.m.
At noon on Good Friday we will gather in prayer for the war and humanitarian crisis in Ukraine. 
As a form of solidarity, we will hear first-person accounts of people suffering from the violence 
in Ukraine coupled with the “Stations of the Cross” readings, which chronicle Jesus’ final hours 
from his arrest to his violent death. Ukraine is “being crucified before the eyes of the world,” 
said the Archbishop of the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church in Philadelphia, Borys Gudziak. 
On the day of Christ’s crucifixion, we will journey with Jesus and the people of Ukraine through 
testimony, prayer, scripture and song. A special offering will be taken for the humanitarian efforts 
in Ukraine.

- “The Long and Winding Road to the Cross” will weave together 
the traditional Good Friday readings about Jesus’ final hours, his crucifixion, and his death, 
along with time for reflection and prayer. Join us for this solemn worship service at 6 p.m. in our 
sanctuary and online.
Easter Sunday, 8:30 and 11 a.m. - Celebrate the glory of Christ’s resurrection on Easter at our 
regular worship times in the sanctuary and online. Children will process with flowers to pin on the 
cross. Families with children: please plan to arrive early in order that we may have all the children 
in line and with a flower.
